ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS:

3. Oversees the monitoring and evaluation of daily logs of energy transactions, tie line meters,
inadvertent, interchanges, etc., checking for accuracy of data and efficiency of overall system
operations.

4. Ensures accuracy of reports and data requests for other departments, utilities and regulators.
Reviews and approves transmission contract administration and assures compliance with contract
terms.

5. Oversees monitoring of OASIS transmission reservations and ensures transmission postings are
updated.
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6. Ensures Electronic Transaction Tagging is monitored and processed.
7. Reviews and approves the department’s Requests-for-Information received in response to-

interrogatory or rate case filings.

8. Reviews and approves the Bulk Power billing process.

9. Develops and maintains procedural documentation and is responsible for Energy Analyst training
and development.

10. Reviews recommendations and submits for coordination proposed amendments and revisions to the
Bulk Power contracts.

11. Trains and develops Energy Analysts in preparing next days' expected system load, generation
requirements energy transaction schedules with other utilities, and daily control area checkouts with
interconnected utilities.

12. Responsible for ensuring the enforcement of and compliance with all applicable Company policies,
procedures and code of ethics as well as all applicable governmental laws and regulations to include
employment, safety and environmental standards and regulations.
